This has included analysing
electricity and water usage and waste generation.   
Each business will receive a report on the results of their audit, and
suggestions on changes that could be made.   The suggestions will be
broken into simple changes that can be made today (simple, low cost) 
or further in the future (higher level of investment required).   There will
also be common sense suggestions for changing behaviour of staff – for
example – turn lights and appliances off when they are not being used.

FRANKSTON BUSINESS CHAMBER UPDATE
The past couple of months have been extremely busy for the Frankston Business
Chamber, with the release of Frankston – A City on the Move.   Distributed to
50,000 houses and businesses within the municipality, the magazine has been 
a wonderful promotional tool for local businesses, Frankston Business Chamber
and the Frankston region.   Many of the advertisers experienced a significant
increase in business that can be directly attributed to the magazine.    
The Chamber’s last networking night (held at the International) attracted a
record number of 115 attendees who were provided with a comprehensive
update on Eastlink by the evening’s sponsors – ConnectEast. The Chamber
believes East Link has the potential to provide substantial opportunities for
Frankston City and the community generally.
Over the past 12 months the Chamber has seen the average turnout at monthly
networking functions reach 80 and this is complemented by WomenConnect
which has had 80 attend the past two lunches. Chamber membership is now 
at record levels with new member enquiries continuing to increase.
Planning is well underway for upcoming events including networking nights 
at Frankston Football Club  (18 September) and Frankston Arts Centre (20
November – joint with Frankston Tourism Inc), a Golf Day at Sandhurst Golf
Course (23 November) and Breakfast with Tom O’Toole – the Beechworth 
Baker (16 October). The Chamber is currently working on a number of 
exciting initiatives including the proposed Safe Boat Harbour, and they are
thrilled to see the proposal for a five-star hotel on the Peninsula Centre site.
Frankston Business Chamber is a strong supporter of both projects.
