RESIDENTS OF FRANKSTON
CITY ARE SET TO HALVE 
THEIR WASTE
Frankston City Council was recently successful in its
application to the Victorian Government’s
Sustainability Fund. The Council has been offered a
$109,000 grant to fund its “Halve Garbage
Waste” project, a pilot study aimed at delivering a
revolutionary new kerbside waste service.

Frankston City households who participate in the pilot
study, will take on a reduced garbage service and a
compost bin or worm farm.  In addition to reducing
waste to landfill, households will be able to convert
their vegetable and fruit scraps into nutrient rich
compost, which they can feed back into their gardens.

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Frankston City Council is again offering grants to property owners in the municipality to
encourage greater recognition and understanding of local environmental land
management issues.

Funding of up to $1,500 per property is being made available as part of the Council's Land
Management Scheme, and is for owners of properties of more than 8,000 square metres (0.8
hectares) in size, to assist them in undertaking land management projects that improve the
biodiversity of their properties and that repair land degradation. 

Applicants must demonstrate that their project meets a range of objectives that support the
long-term stewardship of their land, by assisting them in managing any environmental threats
occurring on their property.   For example, a project might address native vegetation loss; pest,
plant or animal infestation; salinity, acidity, or erosion.
