Submit quotes for fencing works to Infrastructure Maintenance Team

Step 6:

Infrastructure Maintenance Team will contact applicant to discuss and
approve commencing work

Step 7:

Construct the fence and advise Council once complete

Step 8:

Council will process payment and return of bonds once works are complete
and site condition meets requirements.
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
